BAND -AGE Continues

Community action group BAND -AGE continues to press Hampshire County Coun-
cil to scrap the proposed landfill site at Ashley Manor Farm. Recent developments
suggest that BAND-AGE may claim victory following acceptance of an officers'
report that concluded that landfill at the Ashley Manor Farm site would have an
adverseimpact on the area. The site has now been recommended for deletion from
the preferred site list by Hampshire County Council's cabinet. You can view the offi-
cers' report, and updates on how this matter is progressing, on our website. It
should be noted however, that deletion from the list is only a recommendation at
this stage, as opposedo a decision .

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Graham Flexman the Town Clerk recently attended the Armada 2008 twinning
event in Normandy on behalf of the Town Council which signed a Twinning
agreement with Canteleu in 2002.

It was the first time Bucholtz (Germany), Wolow (Poland) and New Milton
twin towns of Canteleu had met together, and while representatives from
Germany (30) and Poland (27) outhnumbered those from England (18) New
Milton gave a good account of themselves.

The English contingent arrived at Canteleu Town Hall by coach on Friday 11
July at 4.00 pm and attended an official function there on Saturday morning
when the Town Clerk spoke on behalf of New Milton and exchanged gifts with
Christophe Bouillon, Mayor of Canteleu.

The Deputy Mayor of Canteleu then escorted the Town Clerk around their of-
fices, library, cinema, arts centre and nearby sports facilities at Canteleu Sta-
dium. Afterwards, they visited the quay at Rouen to view the Tall Ships and in
the evening there was an official reception for everyone at their community
centre overlooking the Seine, with over 250 people in attendance.

On Sunday, the Town Clerk was invited onboard one of the German ships by their Mayor, and in the evening at a BBQ for all #en-
dees the Mayor of Wolow expressed interest in twinning with New Milton. On Monday 14 July, Bastille Day (national holiday) a Il
eyes were on the Tall Ships as they sailed down the Seine.

On Tuesday 15 July, the English contingent attended Canteleu Town Hall in the morning to say goodbye and the Town Clerk
thanked the Deputy Mayor for the hospitality shown over the weekend, with the group leaving Canteleu at 1.00 pm and arriving
back in New Milton at 11.30 pm. The Town Clerk said it was an honour to represent New Milton Town Council at this prestigious
event.
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New Milton is twinned with Canteleu in Normandy, France. The two towns are
twinned by virtue of the fact that they are both the same distance from a ferry
port (Le Havre for Canteleu, Portsmouth for New Milton), they have approxi-
mately the same number of residents, and are close to a Forest. The name
Canteleu means "cry of the wolf". The original Twinning Charter was signed in
2002 and there have been many reciprocal visits between the two towns.

The Maire of Canteleu - Christophe Bouillion visited New Milton for his first offi-
cial although very brief visit on 6 May 2006. He and some of the other officials
from Canteleu, were invited to a Civic Reception in the Town Hall in New Milton
where they met Members of New Milton Town Council, and representatives from
the New Milton & District Twinning Association and the Jumelage du Canteleu.

The New Milton & District Twinning Association are very active in promoting
visits to Canteleu and members of the Jumelage du Canteleu (Canteleu Twinning
Association) are frequent visitors to New Milton.
