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NEW MILTON TOWN COUNCIL CIL BIDS 2024/25 

The Town Council has submitted a total of five individual bids and one joint 
bid with NFDC in the latest round of CIL funding applications.  

The application process closed last December, there was a total of seventy-
nine bids and the successful ones should be announced in March. The fund 
pot was one million pounds, and the submitted applications have well 
exceeded this amount. 

Details of our bids are as follows: 

Ashley Recreation Ground – Sports Wall (five a side goal incorporating a 
basketball hoop) and a Sensory Board. 

The sensory board would be located in the landscaped area next to the play 
park and the sports wall adjacent to the play area as shown below.
