47. PUBLIC WORKS LOAN BOARD (PWLB)

The Town Clerk referred to the loan repayments on PWLB borrowing and other guidelines.

Councils apply using an application form from HALC, who check the application in the first instance.
HALC ensures it meets the criteria, before submitting it to the Ministry of Housing, Communities etc.
Council will need to provide supporting document including evidence to show it will make repayment.
Council will need to provide a business case or report to council, which must be put on their website.
Council must repay the loan within a maximum period determined by the Secretary of State, eg 10 yrs.

The Town Clerk circulated a list of Estimated Repayment Costs on loans of £500k & £775k.
